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Introduction  
When we wanted to describe Bexley Hall, we went straight to those who live Bexley Hall: its 

students and faculty.  

One wintry night, we asked students for one word to describ e the strengths of Bexley Hall. 

Hereôs what they said: 

These adjectives catch the flavor of this unusual seminary based in Columbus, Ohio.  Our 

frontier history gives us the background to be at the cut ting edge of today's Church. We 

engage in ministry in t he Church of the real world and ar e not interested in propping up 

traditions for their own sake, while being true to the spirit o f Catholic tradition. Each day, 

we struggle to live out the implications of the Gospel in a world marked with change.  Our 

mott o says it all:  

Magnanimiter Crucem Sustine:  

Courageously Bear the Cross!  
 

Why consider Bexley? 
We understand our mission is to engage in intentional formation of ecclesial personhood in a 

community of prayer, so that you are prepared as fully and complete ly as possible for 

Christian mi nistry in a pluralistic world.  

We are a seminary in the liberal Anglo -Catholic tradition of Anglicanism.   You will receive 

training in the Catholic spiritual disciplines, liturgy, communal and private prayer, and an 

emphasis  on the great Catholic doctrines and their connection to social action.   Putting this 

side -by -side with the riches of Lutheranism in Biblical studies and theology produces an 

incredible mix.   And in addition:  

Intentional formation.  
Attending seminary isn't just about acquiring knowledge or skills. It 

is instead intentional formation as a deep molding of your total self 

through:   

Å the classical understandings of the Bible as the revealed Word of 

God;  

Å a critical understanding of human reason and experience, which 

are the traces of God and the workings of the Holy Spirit; and  

Å a positive commitment to the tradition of the Church, as it has 

unfolded over the last two millenia under the guidance of the Holy 

Spirit. Weôre less interested in whatôs right or wrong with the 

tradition than how we can more fully live into it.  
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Ecclesial personhood. 
Our passionate understanding of the Trinity as 

Community li ving in mutual love has serious 

implications for the life of every Christian.  

 

We share in the life, death and resurrection of Jesus 

Christ when each of us is marked as Chris t's own for 

ever in Holy Baptism.  

 

But it doesn't end there. The Holy Spirit continues to 

confront the Church with the reality of Jesus' invitation 

to be his Body in the world.  

 

As Paul says in his letter to the Galatians: "I have been crucified with Chr ist; and it is no 

longer I who live, but it is Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh I live by 

faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me" (G al 2:19b -20).  

 

The seminary experience helps each person to focus on living the life of Christ as reflected 

in the Baptismal Covenant. We focus on developing our own unique charisms and 

personhood in Christ, to share in building up the Church and advancin g the Reign of God.  

 

As we grow in Christ, our lives become increasingly marked by the yearning and 

vulnerability God shows us throughout history, echoes of God's willingness to become 

incarnate and suffer on the Cross.  

Our History  
For almost two centurie s, Bexley Hall has been preparing leaders for the Episcopal Church 

and the Anglican Communion.  

We started out as a seminary on the frontier in Ohio and today we are still on the frontier, 

the cutting edge of the Church. We believe that God is always calli ng the Church to reform 

while remaining true to the essentials of two thousand years of tradition.  

 

Most of our graduates have served as parish priests; some have gone on to become 

primates, bishops, deans, and professors. Their spirit, no matter where th ey are, carries 

with them a bit of the frontier. After all, itôs our heritage.  

It all started with Philander Chase. 
Philander Chase, the Bishop of Ohio was sometimes intransigent and impatient, yet he was 

ultimately moved by pastoral concern for the peop le of the 

frontier. In 1823, despite pressure from bishops in the east to let 

General Theological be the one official seminary, he was 

determined to prove that his cabin in the Ohio wilderness had 

something different to offer the Church.  
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Ignoring the nay -sayers, he decided to head to England for some 

fundraising. Before the voyage he flooded key people with letters, 

pamphlets, and brochures about the necessity of frontier seminary. The 

gamble succeeded brilliantly,  key English church people gave genero usly 

to this non -English project simply out of conviction, and a triumphant 

Bishop Chase sailed back to the States ðand Bexley Hall was born. One 

of the key benefactors to Chaseôs frontier project was the just-retired 

Chancellor of the Exchequer, Nicholas V ansittart, ennobled by George IV 
as Lord Bexley.  

The seminary's first classes met in temporary quarters in Chase's rectory office at St. John's 
Church in Worthington, Ohio.  

Eventually, the seminary moved to Gambier 

and the campus of Kenyon College, found ed by 

Chase as the undergraduate ñfeeder collegeò to 
the seminary.  

In 1968, we moved to Rochester, New York, 

and, in 1998, we began our return to our native 

Ohio.  

 

 

 

For over 180 years, Bexley Hall has been and still is daring, pushy, 

tough, innovative, and resilient in bringing the Gospel to the 

frontier. When necessary, we continue to fly in the face of 

tradition, inertia, and the expected. We own no property! The Holy 

Spirit continues to calls us to ministry on tomorrow's frontier.

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Location  

Bexley shares its Ohio  campus with Trinity Lutheran Seminary in the greater Columbus, 

Ohio metropolitan area. The campus includes:  

¶ the Gloria Dei Worship Center  is the center of campus 

life. Built in a contemporary style, this large chapel  

illustrates the best of modern church architecture. The 

accent is on the People of God as Eucharistic 

Assembly.  With movable furnishings, Gloria Dei can be 

transformed into a concert hall or an auditorium for 

community activities. The custom -built Steiner -Reck 

pipe organ enhances worship through superior musical 

accompaniment;  
¶ St. Helena Chapel in the Bexley House. Furnished in the 

richly colored Gothic Revival style, the emphasis here is on 

the transcendence and sacrifice of the Eucharist, although 

the se tting is intimate;  
¶ Koinonia Center for fellowship, meals and gatherings;  
¶ Augsburg Fortress bookstore;  
¶ Library and media center containing over 126,000 books 

and bound periodicals and over 4,500 audio -visuals, adding 

approximately 250 items monthly;  
¶ Well -equipped classroom facilities;  
¶ Living space for single and married students: dormitory 

efficiencies and apartments and townhouses are available.  

The Columbus setting 
The Columbus campus is appropriately located in the inner -suburban community of Bexley, 

on the east side of the capital city of Columbus and near to the urban center. The growing 

economy of Columbus offers varied employment possibilities for part - time and full - time 
work for seminary families.  

Just across the street from Trinity is Capital Unive rsity . Ohio State 

University, one of the largest in the country , is located in Columbus.  

Capital University's library collection is available to Bexley students and 

staff. The State Library of Ohio, the Ohio Historical Society library, and the 

libraries of  The Ohio State University, are also available, in addition to the 

libraries of the Columbus Theological Consortium: Trinity/Bexley Hall, the 

Pontifical Josephinum Seminary, and Methesco (United Methodist).  We also 

participate in OhioLink which networks mo st major research collections in 
the state.  

Getting round, getting there 
Central Ohio Transit Authority (COTA) buses pass the seminary twice hourly, seven days a 

week and Port Columbus International Airport is three miles away. Interstate highways 70 

and 71 intersect within three miles of the campus.  

To find out more about the Columbus area, you might like to start with the 'Columbus 

supersite'  (www.columbus.org ) , which gives you plenty of information and additional links.   
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Formation  
Too often we in the church (especially in seminaries) find it too easy to 

separate what we do in our own comfortable world from what goes on 

in the world out there. At Bexley, weôre not letting that happen. We 

wonôt accept a dichotomy between doctrinal orthodoxy and radical 

social engagement. Or a division between learning and prayer.  

Christian  formation must take place in a committed, disciplined, and 

scholarly community. By refusing to draw lines and compartmentalize 

theological education, something quit e different and dramatic can 
happen.  

Worship, silence, and direction. 
Each academic year begins with an extended off - campus retreat for students and faculty, 

directed by a skilled leader. A considerable portion of the retreat is silent and the remainder 

focuses on community formation and on spiritual direction.  

Worship is an integral part of daily seminary life. Morning and Evening Prayer are offered 

daily and the Eucharist is celebrated throughout the week. As a student, youôll serve in 

every non -ordained liturgical role, from thurifer to lector. And for those who are ordained 

deacon after their Middler Year, they will have many opportunities to perform the liturgical 

ministry of deacons.  

All faculty members have agreed to a rule of life and have signed a s tatement to that effect.  

We also ask students to commit themselves to a rule, in conversation with a member of the 

Bexley faculty. Spiritual directors outside the faculty are available, and you can take part in 

a directed Anglican prayer group that meets r egularly.  

Formation for real -world ministry.  
Weekly opportunities for formation for ministry abound. You 

can join with the faculty, Bexley graduates, and members of 

local churches to analyze the problems and opportunities in 

sharing the Gospel in a secula rized culture.You can confront 

issues of diversity in all forms: racial, gender, class, and 

ability. We embrace the phenomenon of diversity from our 

understanding of its origin in the otherness inherent to within 

the Holy Trinity.  

Our requirement of at le ast a year of field placement (supervised work in a local church or 

agency) will include your theological reflection about that work. Bexley Hall provides you 
with all manner of opportunities for placements in urban, suburban, and rural sites.  
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Bexley Hall Rule of Life 

Dear Friends,  

Spirituality does not exist for its own sake, nor as a personal preference for those so 

inclined, but only in view of the goal of Christian existence, which has been classically 

described as the vision of God. The God in whom we put our trust is one we understand as 

Trinity, i.e., God whose very being is in and through the highest internal relationship of self -

giving love. The extension of the divine life (as the Anglican church understands it) is a 

church life of the highest i nterconnectedness among persons and between persons and God. 

Individualization and personalization (becoming more and more who we are as human 

beings) are indeed implications of this, but they must be set in a Trinitarian context, i.e., 

they must be effect ed in two contexts: a permanent connection with the whole of 
revelation, and a permanent connection with the whole of the body of Christ.  

Therefore, spirituality as Anglicanism understands it exists as a discipline precisely to place 

us in the presence of the total form or pattern of God's revelation and the total form or 

pattern of the church's response to it. This is what discipline means: a commitment to 

permanent connection which is lived out concretely in daily life. Classically in Anglicanism 
this has  had the following concrete elements:  

¶ Regular study of Holy Scriptures.  
¶ Eucharist on Sundays and Prayer book holy days.  
¶ The Daily Office of Morning and Evening Prayer.  
¶ Sacramental confession, as appropriate, ideally in the context of spiritual direction.  

We at Bexley Hall exist not as an entity in ourselves, but as part of the wider community of 

the Divinity School. Therefore, in keeping with Anglicanism's own Trinitari an beliefs, 

appropriate spiritual discipline in this context requires a commitment to the whole 

community around us. This involves continual active and reflective engagement with issues 

of justice, inclusivity, and respect for others of differing backgroun ds and beliefs; 

participation in community life generally; and regular participation in All School Worship of 

traditions other than our own.  

Finally, our individual charisms and gifts can and indeed should be cultivated, but in light of 

the goal of the who le Body: union with God. Some of these charisms are familiar and 

permanent features of the church, but others may be very much a particular calling of the 

Spirit related to circumstance, time, place, and personality. Nevertheless, the authenticity of 

any c harism is to be judged, over the long term. through community discernment.The way 

this general pattern of spirituality is expressed concretely in the lives of individual members 

of this community will, of course, vary.For example, the participation of indi viduals may be 

affected by personal schedules, work and family commitments, or other circumstances. 

However, we believe that in this seminary the pattern of spirituality which is most likely to 
be edifying to both the individual and the community includes:   

¶ Regular at tendance at worship on campus:  

¶ The Daily Office and All -School worship, including both Anglican all - school worship 

and worship in the rich variety of traditions of those with whom we live, work, and 

study.  

¶ Sunday worship in a local parish.  
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¶ Disciplined prayer and study of Scripture on occasions when participation in public 

worship is, for whatever reason, not possible.  

¶ Deliberate reflection upon and attention to overall spiritual  well -being which, in this 

context, entails consideration of the connections between study, work, personal life, 
worship and prayer, leisure, and participation in the community.  

We are fully aware that following a spiritual discipline may at times become boring or 

otherwise burdensome. We that these feelings arise at l east in part from the fact that none 

of us has yet to reach the degree of spiritual perfection for which we aim. (This is why the 

Prayer Book's prayer before worship, for example, includes an entreaty for deliverance from 

coldness of heart and wanderings o f mind.) Nor are feelings the primary or only gauge of 

our spiritual maturity. At such times, the virtues of perseverance and fortitude are of 

particular value.  

Each of us, as faculty members of this community, has prayerfully examined our spiritual 

lives and our schedules and made concrete commitments to follow the pattern outlined 

above. We invite you to do the same. Any of us would be happy to talk with you about this 
at any point.

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Partnerships  
Our relationships with a number of theological institutions give a rich depth to the 

curriculum and let you customize your studies in a number of ways.  

Trinity Lutheran Seminary, Columbus, Ohio 
Bexley Hallôs presence in Ohio was re-established again in 1998, in 

association with Trinity Lutheran Seminary, respected for its 

distinguished faculty and vigorous programs. Students receive the 

M.Div. degree from Bexley Hall, but draw upon the resources of  TLS 

especially for Bible, Systematic Theology, and Ethics. The Lutheran 

scholar professors in these areas are outstanding, and the course 

work is in -depth, giving an unusual strength to the Anglican degree. 

The Anglican professors teach more naturally " Anglican specific 

courses", e.g. Early Church History, English and Anglican Communion 

Church History, Episcopal Church History, and a three -semester 

sequence of Liturgics. Additionally, Anglican students attend an 

Anglican Formation course for two or the t hree years of the M. Div.  

The Episcopal Church and the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America are in full communion 

and share worship, clergy, and mission. The liturgies are distinct (not hybrid blends), but 

both denominations attend each othersô worship. Because of our partnership with Trinity 

Lutheran, the creative possibilities ðespecially for Anglicans who anticipate working in 

historically Lutheran geographic areas, or who want a very solid academic AND formational 
basisðare many.  

The Pontifical College Josephinum, Columbus  
This Roman Catholic seminary is part of the Columbus Theological Consortium. Bexley 

students may take elective course here free of charge, and have received a warm welcome. 

They have been enriched by the Josephinumôs offerings in the Johannine literature (central 

to the more Catholic stream of Anglican identity) and the Passion Narratives, to give two 

cases in point.

Methesco (The Methodist Theological School in Ohio) 
This United Methodist seminary is also a part of the Columbus Consortium where Bexley 

students may take elective courses. Methesco offers courses in liberation theology in its 

various strands, complementing those offered by Tr inity Lutheran and Bexley.

Hamma Library provides excellent resources for our ecumenical partnership with Trinity 

Lutheran Seminary in Columbus and has a large an d growing collection of mater ials relevant

Through Trinity Lutheran Seminary, Bexley Hall 

participates in the Theological Consortium of 

Greater Columbus, which includes Trinity 

Lutheran Seminary, the Methodist Theological 

School in Ohio a nd the Pontifical College 

Josephinum. One of the primary benefits of the 

Consortium is the   TCGC Online Catalog , which 

allows Bexley students and faculty to draw on 

the holdings of over 375,000 books, audio -visual 

materials, and microforms. The Bexley Hall  

historic collection is held here, plus a growing 

corpus of Anglican - related materials. And, thanks 

to interlibrary loan and the constant digitalization of out -of -print books, almost all materials 

desired for a research project can be obtained with the hel p of the staff at the Hamma 

Library.  

Academics 
Our mission is to engage in intentional formation of ecclesial personhood in a community of 

prayer.  

For too long, the disciplines of academic theology have seemed to many to be divorced from 

the "real life" of the individual Christian and of the Church.  

That's not the case at Bexley Hall.  

Intentional Christian formation in community means that we engage  the Bible, the classical 

Christian texts and the evolving tradition with spiritual reflection on their meaning and 
relevance for today's Church.  

Wrestling with God at Bexley Hall. 
At Bexley, we are not content to hand down dogma. 

We expect each member o f the community to wrestle 

with the issues and questions that arise from the 

challenge of living faithfully to tradition in an ever -

changing world. We enjoy vigorous conversation and 

debate which challenges us   intellectually and 

spiritually.  
Our ecumenic al contexts help us to articulate our 

Anglican understandings of the Christian faith and to 

appreciate and honor the differing perspectives we 

encounter.  
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Degree programs  

Both our curriculum and community are grounded in three crucial elements of Chris tian 

commitment: spirituality, worship, and formation; radical orthodoxy and the quest for 

justice; and ecumenical life and learning.  
 
We offer the Master of Divinity  (M.Div.) program  in partnership with Trinity Lutheran 

Seminary.  
 

We also offer a Certificate in Anglican Studies  for people seeking ordination in the Episcopal 
Church who have  graduate  theological education from a seminary in another tradition.  

The Master of Divinity D egree  
The three -year program for persons preparing for the ordained priesthood of the Episcopal 

Church. This program combines deep academic study and reflection with spir itual and 

pastoral formation and the practice of ministry in the local church. You'll take courses in the 

Scriptures, Church History, Contemporary Society, Theology and Ethics, Liturgics and 
Preaching, and Ascetical and Pastoral Theology.  

The small size of  Bexley Hall and the intentional community which we share helps you and 

your classmates to make the connections between the various disciplines. The integration of 

your coursework, your spiritual life and your pastoral experiences are the hallmark of a 

sem inary education. This equips you for effective ministry in today's Church.  

The Certificate in Anglican Studies 
Bexl ey Hall offers  a program of study leading to a Certificate of Anglican Studies. It is 

available in Columbus to Anglican students who have gra duated from seminaries of other 

traditions.  

You will take courses with students in our degree programs, with a focus on what makes our 

Anglican identity distinctive. Courses include English and American Church History, Liturgics, 

Ascetical Theology and Co ntemporary Anglican Parishes.  

 

The Bexley Institute for Small and Rural Congregations  
You've probably heard that about 75 percent of the parish and mission churches in the 

Episcopal Church are in small, often rural, communities. They have few communicants.  

Their limited budgets are frequently insufficient to hire priests on a full - time basis.  

Many congregations are located at a considerable distance from each other or have very 

different liturgical and ecclesiological self -understandings. But they also view  the Sunday 

celebration of the Holy Eucharist as indispensable to their life and mission. These and other 

factors make formation of parish clusters difficult, if not impossible. But there are other 
ways forward.  

Through the Bexley Institute, we train clergy and laity for the various ministries in a way 

that underscores the connection between doctrinal orthodoxy and social engagement. We 

believe that formation should take place within the committed and disciplined Christian 

community, maintaining the connection between learning and prayer.  

Our curriculum interweaves discernment, formation, and education; lay and ordained 

ministries; scripture, tradition, theological reflection, and context -based experience. We're

In the 
near future, we'll offer options for Internet -based distance education courses as well.

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Financial Aid  

Financing Your Education  

Step 1) Stafford Student Loans 

Financial Aid at Bexley Hall is administered by the Financial Aid Officer at Trinity Lutheran Seminary. Aid 

programs require that the student demonstrate financial need for assistance beyond whatever financial 

contribution can be reasonably expected from the student and his/her spouse (if applicable). Your 

eligibility for these aid programs is based on the difference between the estimated costs of attendance 

and what you can reasonably be expected to contribute towards meeting the cost of attendance 

(Expected Family Contribution or EFC).  

If you have not filed a FAFSA before you will need to obtain a PIN from www.pin.ed.gov.  

To determine your EFC all students are required to complete a Free Application for Federal Student Aid 

(FAFSA). The application may be filed electronically at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  

When completing the FAFSA you will need to enter federal school code of Bexley Hall School Code: 

G37473 so the school will be able to put a Financial Aid Package together for you.  

The maximum Federal Stafford Loan for graduate school is: 

Subsidized Loan (FSL) $ 8,500. 

Unsubsidized Loan (FUSL) $12,000. 

The Subsidized Loan (FSL) is borrowed first, and if there is still financial need, the Unsubsidized Loan 

(FUSL) is used. The Unsubsidized Loan can cover the Expected Family Contribution. 

 

Every student who completes a FAFSA receives a Student Aid Report (SAR) from the federal processor. If 

Bexley Hall School Code: G37473 is listed on your SAR, we will receive the same information 

electronically. Please review your SAR for accuracy. If you find that you need to make corrections, follow 

the instructions to make corrections online. If you send corrections to the processor, you will receive a 

revised SAR. These same corrections will also be sent electronically to the Financial Aid Office.  

Step 2) Bexley Hall School Grant 

The Bexley Hall School Grant is based upon financial need. It is available to full-time M.Div. students and 

is given on a first-come, first-served basis. Financial need is determined in part from the amount of 

expected family contribution (after a student completes a FAFSA) and from other financial aid the 

student has independently obtained. The grant is then allocated by calculating a percentage of the need. 

The maximum amount of the grant is 100% tuition. The student account is credited the grant award per 

semester, in a ratio equal to the number of registered classes. The application is not complete until the 

FAFSA is completed. A student must demonstrate financial need on an annual basis by completing the 

FAFSA.

LIBRARY SERVICES

over 6,000 audiovisual items (DVD, VHS, CD, CD-ROM, and audiocassette materials). The library receives 

approximately 500 current periodicals. The collection also includes a Curriculum Center, microform 

materials, and electronic resources together with Internet access on all computers. The library stacks are 

open to students, faculty, and visitors with seating for160 patrons. 

 

Trinity Lutheran Seminary belongs to the Theological Consortium of Greater Columbus, along with the 

Methodist Theological School in Ohio and the Pontifical College Josephinum (Bexley Hall Seminary is an 

associate member of TCGC and provides library services through Hamma Library). All three seminary 

libraries are part of the 88-member OhioLINK system, sharing academic resources across the state. 

OhioLINK connects library catalogs and information databases and provides online document delivery 

and five-days-a-week courier service. 

 

Blackmore Library, located at Capital University, has more than 400,000 books, pamphlets, microforms, 

and audiovisual materials. Capital is also a member of the OhioLINK system, which renders that 

collection available to Trinity and Bexley Hall students. 

 

Nearby public libraries include the Bexley Public Library and the Columbus Metropolitan Library system. 

The State Library of Ohio, the Ohio Historical Society Library, and the libraries of The Ohio State 

University libraryςwhich in combination, boast strong collections in Medieval and Reformation church 

historyςare also available via OhioLINK or through interlibrary loan, subject to the policies of the 

particular library.

COMPUTER SERVICES 

E-Mail  
E-mail is an important tool used by faculty to communicate with students as well as for students to stay 

in touch with each other. E-mail accounts are provided to all full-time students and remain available for

A modern computer laboratory offers 10 stations for student use that offer the full Microsoft Office 

Suite as well as different software packages to assist with selected classes. Internet access is available 

and a laser printer is provided. Student assistants are available to answer questions and help with 

problems. The lab is located in the Hamma Library and is open during regular library hours. Trinity 

students with a current ID can also use the Capital University computer labs. 

Music Lab 

A five-station music laboratory is available to those enrolled in music courses. The lab offers PCs and 

keyboards at each station with music composition and synthesizer software. Three stations offer 

external recording capabilities and all systems have Internet access and share a laser printer. Access to 

the lab is scheduled through the music department.

A. INTEGRATIVE COURSE REQUIREMENT 
This course is required for M.Div. and M.T.S. students.

IC1003 THEOLOGY TODAY 

This course introduces the beginning seminary student 

to the contemporary theological conversation by 

exploring significant contexts, methods and contents of 

the Christian faith. Students will be challenged to begin 

a thoughtful study of foundational theology as 

understood within the reality of a multicultural and 

global church. Three semester hours. 

B. BIBLE DIVISION 

M.Div. Core Courses 
These courses are required for M.Div. students and 

M.T.S. students in the Biblical Studies concentration.

A study of ancient Israelite history, literature, and 

theology through the mid monarchy, focusing upon the 

development of its earliest traditions, the Pentateuch, 

and the formation of the state.

B310C PENTATECH AND WISDOM LITERATURE 

The goal of this course is to understand the relationship 

between the biblical message and the history, culture 

and problems of the era in which the Bible was 

composed. Students will learn the content of the 

Pentateuch and the Wisdom Literature in the Old 

Testament, become acquainted with basic exegetical 

reference works and discover major issues in the 

history of the Old Testament interpretation. Offered by 

the Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago (LSTC). 

Students must register with LSTC and transfer the 

credit to Trinity. 

BL2022 OLD TESTAMENT/HEBREW SCRIPTURES 2 

A study of ancient Israelite history, literature, and 

theology during the period of the late Israelite 

monarchy, exile and restoration, paying particular 

attention to prophetic literature, the Psalms, and 

Israelôs wisdom tradition. Prerequisites: BL1021, 

LA1032. Four semester hours. 

BL1041 NEW TESTAMENT 1 

Introduction to the Gospels and Acts, with major 

attention given to the structure, characteristics, and 

themes of each, and to interpretive principles. Four 

semester hours. 

BL2042 NEW TESTAMENT 2 

Introduction to the epistles, Hebrews, and Revelation, 

with major attention given to the structure, 

characteristics, and themes of each, and to interpretive 

principles. Prerequisites: BL1041, LA1021. Four 

semester hours.

An overview of Israelôs wisdom literature within its 

ancient Near Eastern context, exploring theological 

themes along with exegetical studies of one of the 

wisdom books: Job, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes or Ben 

Sirah. 

BL3126 ISAIAH 

An historical, exegetical, and theological study of 

Isaiahôs message of judgment and hope, and its place in 

the churchôs proclamation. 

BL3127 JEREMIAH 

An exegetical study of the book of Jeremiah within the 

context of Judahôs prophetic tradition and exilic crisis, 

including the theological significance of Jeremiahôs 

message for the churchôs canon and proclamation. 

BL3128 EZEKIEL 

An exegetical study of the message, structure and 

theology of the prophet Ezekiel within the context of 

Judahôs exilic crisis, its theological traditions, and its 

place in the churchôs proclamation. 

BL3129 HOSEA, AMOS, MICAH 

An exegetical study of three eighth-century prophets 

within the context of Israelôs prophetic tradition, and a 

theological investigation of the effect of their message 

of judgment and renewal upon the proclamation of the 

church. 

BL3132 DANIEL 

An exegetical study of the book of Daniel including an 

introduction to apocalyptic literature and theology, a 

consideration of various responses to Antiochus IV 

(Epiphanes), and how apocalyptic literature functions 

in the church today. 

BL3133 FROM MONARCH TO MESSIAH 

An exegetical and theological study of the development 

of messianic thought from its roots in the early 

monarchy of ancient Israel, including an exploration of 

both narrative and prophetic texts that have been seen 

as reflecting messianic thought. 

BL3134 THEOLOGY OF THE OLD TESTAMENT/HEBREW 
SCRIPTURES 

A study of central methodological concerns, themes, 

and concepts of the theology of the Old Testament/ 

Hebrew Scriptures within the context of the churchôs 

canon and witness, with an exegetical focus on selected 

biblical texts. 

BL3135 THEOLOGY OF THE PROPHETS 

An historical and theological study of ancient Israelôs 

prophetic traditions and literature, the function and 

social location of prophecy, and its relationship to the 

churchôs canon and witness, with an exegetical focus 

on selected biblical texts. 

BL3136 THEOLOGIES IN CRISIS 

An examination of the theological problems raised by 

Israelôs exile to Babylon in the sixth century BCE and 

the responses given by four biblical traditions, 

including exegesis of selected texts. 

BL3137 FEMINIST BIBLICAL INTERPRETATION 

An introduction to feminist biblical interpretation using 

a variety of exegetical and multicultural views. 

Examines the politics of biblical interpretation and the 

ways it has been used to resist or support womenôs 

struggle for liberation.

An examination on exegesis of the book of Hebrews, 

with emphasis on exegesis of selected texts and 

discussion of issues raised for theology and ministry.

An examination of the book of Revelation, with 

emphasis on exegesis of selected texts and discussion 

of issues raised for theology and ministry; includes 

contemporary application and brief study of other 

ancient Jewish and Christian apocalypses.

A study of major issues and themes in Paulôs theology, 

with particular attention to translating Paulôs insights 

into contemporary theology and ministry; includes 

exegesis of selected Pauline texts. 

BL3171 THEOLOGY OF THE INFANCY NARRATIVES 

A study of major themes and critical issues of the birth 

stories in Matthew 1-2 and Luke 1-2, with special 

attention to the distinctive contributions of each gospel. 

Some attention will be given to Apocryphal Gospels 

and the development of early Christian belief regarding 

the birth of Jesus and incarnational theology. 

BL3172 HISTORICAL JESUS STUDIES 

An examination of historical research into the life and 

ministry of Jesus, with emphasis on exegesis of 

selected biblical texts and discussion of issues raised 

for theology and ministry.

An examination of the piety of early Christ-believers as 

seen in Paul, Jewish Christianity, the Apostolic Fathers 

(readings in Greek), Gnostics, Montanus, Ter tullian, 

Irenaeus,womenôs literature, et al. The pieties of Jesus 

and contemporary Christians are also studied.

A study of the current meaning of Lutheran identity in 

light of its origins, confessions, history, theological 

disputes, and contemporary challenges, especially as 

regards the ministry and mission of the Evangelical 

Lutheran Church in America. Prerequisite: HTS1025. 

Three semester hours. 

HTS2037 DENOMINATIONAL IDENTITY IN AMERICA 

A study of the current meaning of the identity of an 

American denominational tradition other than 

Lutheran, including its origins, confessions, history, 

theological disputes, and contemporary challenges. 

Prerequisite: HTS1025. Three semester hours. 

HTS2051 CHRISTIAN ETHICS 

A basic introduction to Christian ethics that stresses 

theological foundations, methodological options, and 

the integral role of Christian ethics in the gospel 

mission of the church. Select contemporary issues will 

be addressed. Prerequisite: HTS2044. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS3061 THEOLOGY OF MISSION 

A study of the churchôs apostolate within the 

framework of key global and theological issues.

An over view of selected non-Christian religions, 

drawing upon academic disciplines and primary 

sources from within the religions. The course also 

considers various Christian perspectives on world 
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religions and the phenomenon of Christians converting 

to these religions. Three semester hours. 

Bexley Hall Electives 

HTS2101BH REFORMATIONS IN OLD AND NEW 
ENGLAND, 1485-1714 

Investigation of the several reformations occurring in 

doctrine, liturgy, and polity first in England and then in 

her nascent overseas empire. Three semester hours. 

HTS2102BH HISTORY OF THE ANGLICAN COMMUNION 
FROM 1714-PRESENT 

Ecclesial study of fusions and fissions between 

representatives of various ethnicities and religious 

perspectives, tracing formation and development of the 

Anglican Communion during the 19th and 20
th
 

centuries. Three semester hours. 

HTS 2104 BH TOPICS IN ANGLICAN THEOLOGY 

Focus on a specific theme or area where Anglicanism 

is distinguishable from other Christian traditions, and 

where Anglican theology and practice are challenged 

by these churches. Three semester hours. 

HTS 2311BH ANGLICAN DIVINES 

Readings of theologians who have shaped 

Anglicanism, affected the globalization of Christianity 

or the advancement of Christian spirituality, or 

contributed to modern theological restatement, 

liturgical renewal, or ecumenical rapprochement. Three 

semester hours. 

HTS 2381 BH INTRODUCTION TO ENGLISH 
ANGLICANISM 

Travel course providing an intensive exposure to 

contemporary life and worship in the Church of 

England, including English church history, art, and 

architecture in London and Canterbury. Three semester 

hours. 

Church History Electives 

HTS2208 HISTORY OF AFRICAN CHRISTIANITY 

Surveys the development of Christianity in Africafrom 

its beginnings in the first century to the present. Special 

attention is given to major theological themes arising 

from the interplay between the gospel and African 

culture. Two semester hours. 

HTS2216 MARY MAGDALENE IN SCRIPTURE, MYTH, 
AND HISTORY 

Examines the role of Mary Magdalene and other 

women leaders in the origins of Christianity, and 

traditions about Mary Magdalen, including her place in 

non-canonical texts such as the Gospel of Mary. Also 

deals with portrayals of Mary Magdalene in art, 

literature, popular culture, and film. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS2211 WOMEN IN MEDIEVAL CHURCH HISTORY 

Explores the theological contributions of medieval 

women through a study of their writings, art, music, 

devotional life, and mysticism. Explores the issue of 

womenôs authority and voice in the church. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS2207 DANTEôS DIVINE COMEDY 

A seminar that follows Danteôs classic poem into the 

tightening rings of hell, up the sharp ascent of 

purgatoryôs cornices, arriving again at Eden, but now 

prepared to leap up to the stars of paradise. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS2212 WOMEN IN REFORMATION HISTORY 

Explores the reforming activities and theological 

contributions of sixteenth-century women in Lutheran, 

Reformed, Anglican, Anabaptist, and Roman Catholic 

traditions. Two semester hours. 

HTS 2218 CHURCH AND COMMUNITY IN THE BLACK 
EXPERIENCE 

A study of the intersection of historical, theological, 

sociopolitical and spiritual dimensions of the Christian 

faith from an African American perspective this course 

will explore significant themes and contemporary 

realities which continue to be informed by this unique 

communal experience of the gospel. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS2412 VATICAN II 

A study of the historical background, documents, and 

continuing consequences of the Second Vatican 

Council of the Roman Catholic Church. Special 

attention will be given to the ecclesiological and 

ecumenical significance of the council. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS2202 ALTERNATIVE RELIGIONS IN AMERICA 

A historical and theological study of modern American 

religious groups perceived by the majority to be 

outside the religious mainstream. Two semester hours. 

HTS2307 AFRICAN AMERICAN WOMENôS RELIGIOUS 
THOUGHT 

Focuses on 19th-21st century religious thought and 

experience of African American women. Examination 

of Womanist theology and biblical interpretation, and 

exploration of religious themes in written texts, art, 

music, and quilts. Two semester hours. 

HTS3301 AUGUSTINE OF HIPPO 

A study of the life and times of Augusine of Hippo 

with special attention to his major theological writing 

and his enduring significance for the Christian Church. 

Prerequisite: HTS1024; MA/MTS, HTS1021. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS3302 READINGS IN LUTHER 

A study of substantial selections of Martin Lutherôs 

writings, seen against the background of his life and 

work. Focuses on the connection between Lutherôs 
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work and the work of the chur ch today, integrating 

biblical interpretation, theology, history, and pastoral 

practice. Prerequisite: HTS1025; MA/MTS, HTS1021. 

Two semester hours. 

HTS3217 THE SPIRITUALITY OF J.R.R. TOLKIEN 

A study of the spiritual values in Tolkienôs trilogy, The 

Lord of the Rings. Includes discussion of the classic 

cycle of Christian doctrine and themes such as 

community, quest, formation, love, and friendship. 

Prerequisite: One systematic theology course. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS4200 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN CHURCH HISTORY 

Independent research requiring permission of the 

instructor and the Academic Dean. Two semester 

hours. 

Systematic Theology Electives 

HTS2405 SCIENCE-THEOLOGY DIALOGUE 

An introduction to modern conversations between 

Christian theology and the natural sciences. Includes 

specific topics such as cosmology, evolution and 

creation, environmental theology, bioethics, and 

creation. Attention is given throughout to the 

significance of the dialogue for parish ministry. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS2409 CONTEMPORARY CHRISTIAN MUSIC 

An introduction to popular genres of contemporary 

Christian music (including rock, country, and rap). 

Emphasizes theological perspectives on entertainment, 

and the interrelationship of religion and culture. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS3406 THE THEOLOGY OF MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. 

A study of the life, work, and thought of Mar tin Luther 

King, Jr., that seeks to examine critically those 

practical and theoretical facets of Kingôs religious 

experience that contributed to the making of the man. 

Prerequisite: HTS2044. Two semester hours. 

HTS3413 ISSUES IN CONTEMPORARY THEOLOGY 

An examination of one or more creative and 

controversial issues in contemporary theology, such as 

the renewal of Trinitarian concerns, the emergence of 

theologies of religions, the problem of theodicy, 

debates over ecclesiology and ecumenism, and a 

theology for the planetary future. Prerequisite: 

HTS2044. Two semester hours. 

HTS3422 THEOLOGICAL DIMENSIONS OF LITERATURE 

An examination of selected contemporary literary 

works that reflect the search for meaning and courage 

in the face of uncertainty and absurdity. Includes 

reflection on the churchôs apologetic interest in 

understanding its own identity and mission. 

Prerequisite: HTS2044. Two semester hours. 

HTS4401 DISCERNING GOD IN THE POST-MODERN 
CONTEXT 

Graduate research seminar reflecting on the doctrine of 

God. Prerequisite: STM standing, or instructorôs 

permission. Two semester hours. 

HTS4405 TASK, METHOD, AND ORGANIZATION IN 
SYSTEMATIC THEOLOGY 

Defines the task of systematic theology in contrast to 

dogmatic theology, identifies 20th century models of 

systematic theology, and probes issues relating to 

selected theological topics. Prerequisite: STM standing, 

or instructorôs permission. Two semester hours. 

HTS4411 NINETEENTH AND TWENTIETH CENTURY 
THEOLOGY 

An in-depth survey of major developments in 

nineteenth and twentieth century theology, together 

with selected readings from major theologians of the 

period. Focuses on understanding the recent 

antecedents of present trends in theology. Prer equisite: 

STM standing, or instructorôs permission. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS4400 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN SYSTEMATIC 
THEOLOGY 

Independent research requiring permission of the 

instructor and the Academic Dean. Two semester 

hours. 

Ethics and Human Society Electives 

HTS2504 CHRISTIAN ETHICS AND ENVIRONMENTAL 
ISSUES 

Develops a theology of stewardship in relation to 

energy and natural resources, and implications for 

parish and personal actions. Two semester hours. 

HTS2507 BUSINESS ETHICS AND THE MINISTRY OF THE 
LAITY 

Examines Christian perspectives on ethical issues of 

contemporary business in connection with the ministry 

of the laity in service and witness. Two semester hours. 

HTS2511 THEOLOGY AND HUMAN SEXUALITY 

A theological, cultural, and ethical examination of 

human sexuality in terms of concerns with premarital 

and extramarital sex, marriage, divorce and remarriage, 

sexism, and homosexuality. Two semester hours. 

HTS2512 ETHICS, MEDICINE, AND THE HUMAN FUTURE 

Develops a Christian perspective on the personal and 

social issues raised by modern medical science that 

challenges our basic understandings of the nature, 

quality, and future of human life. Two semester hours. 

HTS2505 CHURCH AND SOCIETY IN AFRICAN 
AMERICAN PERSPECTIVE 

A study of the church as it involves itself in the social 

and political issues of the community as expressed 

from several perspectives, with particular emphasis on 

the African American perspective. Two semester 

hours. 
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HTS2531 KENYAN SAFARI SEMINAR 

Two weeks of immersion into East African 

Christianity. The class takes place in Kenya, where 

students engage its people and institutions broadly in 

the role of observer/participants in the culture. Student 

placements are to widely varying parish situations 

within the Anglican Diocese of Thika. Three semester 

hours. 

HTS3506 THE CHURCH AND POLITICAL ETHICS 

A study focusing on the churchôs ethical responsibility 

in the sociopolitical arena as a dimension of its mission 

and ministry to the world. Prerequisite: HTS2044. Two 

semester hours. 

HTS4500 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN ETHICS OR HUMAN 
SOCIETY 

Independent research requiring the permission of the 

instructor and the Academic Dean. Two semester 

hours. 

Missiology Electives 

HTS2608 THE THEOLOGY OF EVANGELISM 

A study of evangelization, based on the thesis that 

evangelism is at the hear t of all the churchôs activities. 

Includes study of the fundamental doctrines that under 

gird proclamation of the good news. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS2705 POLITICS AND CHRISTIAN THOUGHT 

This course examines the vital issue of Christian 

participation in political action, exploring how 

Christian advocacy in the political realm is an integral 

part of its witness to the world. Focus on several 

current issues will help to further understand how 

Christians can serve Godôs purposes through 

participation in political processes. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS2706 THE CHURCHôS MINISTRY OF PUBLIC POLICY 
ADVOCACY 

Provides an over view of the theological underpinnings 

for public policy advocacy and a close examination of 

the American political and legislative context in which 

it is conducted. Includes a study of several 

contemporary issues and policies that are regularly 

addressed in advocacy. Two semester hours. 

HTS4600 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN MISSIOLOGY 

Independent research requiring the permission of the 

instructor and the Academic Dean. Two semester 

hours. 

World Religion and Interfaith Electives 

HTS2802 CHRISTIAN RESPONSES TO OTHER RELIGIONS 

Examines the variety of Christian perspectives on non-

Christian religions throughout history and across the 

globe. Biblical, theological, denominational, 

institutional, and other factors are considered. Students 

are encouraged to develop their own perspectives on 

non-Christian religions. Two semester hours. 

HTS2841 ABRAHAMIC FAITHS 

A broad examination of the commonalities, 

differences, and complex interrelationships of the three 

major world religions-Judaism, Christianity, and Islam-

that trace their lineages in significant ways back to 

Abraham. Historical, doctrinal, scriptural, institutional, 

socio-political, and other issues will be discussed in 

global and American contexts. Two semester hours. 

HTS2851 COMPARATIVE STUDY OF RELIGIOUS ETHICS 

An introduction to the ethical systems of selected 

world religions, including Christianity, with a 

comparative analysis of one practical ethical issue. 

Two semester hours. 

HTS2821 ISLAM 

An overview of Islamic history, traditions, rituals, 

experiences, narratives, doctrines, ethics, institutions, 

and material expressions from a variety of academic, 

Islamic, and Christian perspectives. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS2822 ABRAHAMôS OTHER CHILDREN: AN 
IMMERSION IN ISLAM 

Study of the history and theology of Islam in the 

context of Islamic communities in Columbus and 

Detroit. Students encounter Muslims from many 

countries and ethnic groups, including Arabs, Persians, 

Indo-Pakistanis, and African Americans. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS2811 JEWISH-CHRISTIAN RELATIONS 

Emphasizes the experiential and pastoral dimensions of 

Jewish-Christian relations. Students attend synagogue, 

visit Jewish institutions, and hear Jewish and Christian 

speakers. Sensitiv e issues such as Luther and the Jews 

are discussed. Includes a trip to the U.S. Holocaust 

Museum in Washington, D.C. Two semester hours. 

HTS2812 THE JEWISH HOLOCAUST AND ITS 
IMPLICATIONS FOR CONTEMPORARY GENOCIDE 

Investigates the history and theological implications of 

the Jewish Holocaust, including the churchôs 

complicity in what happened. The universal 

implications of the Holocaust for other incidents of 

contemporary genocide are lifted up. Two semester 

hours. 

HTS3800 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN WORLD RELIGIONS 
OR INTERFAITH RELATIONS 

Independent research requiring permission of the 

instructor and the Academic Dean. Two semester 

hours. 
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D. MINISTRY DIVISION 

M.Div. Core Courses 
The following courses are required for M.Div. 

students. 

MN1001 PERSON IN MINISTRY 

Designed to assist students, especially those beginning 

their seminary experience, in examining where they are 

in their journey of discipleship by deepening their 

understanding of the shaping influences on their lives, 

particularly their families of origin. Students will be 

expected to draw on their learning from other seminary 

courses and experiences to help them reflect on their 

own stories. The course aims to provide a working 

grasp of processes that issue in personal integrity and 

to foster the courage and resiliency needed for a 

ministry faithful to the gospel. Two semester hours. 

MN1003 FAITH SEEKING EXPRESSION 

This course will help students establish a secure 

personal embodied foundation for their formation as 

leaders for the Church. Students will learn basic 

strategies for and engage in public reading of Scripture, 

prayer practice, conversation, story-telling, and 

leadership presence. Two semester hours. 

MN1031 INTRODUCTION TO WORSHIP 

Study of the central patterns of Christian liturgical 

worship: historical, theological, and ritual/ 

anthropological consideration of its meaning and 

renewal. Course includes attention to leadership and 

performance skills, as well a to symbolic and spiritual/ 

experiential dimensions of liturgical worship. Three 

semester hours. 

MN2021 MINISTRY OF PREACHING 

The theory and practice of Bible-based, Gospel 

preaching is addressed using a durable Law-Gospel 

mode. Emphasis on student performance and 

reflection. Prerequisite: Completion of 12 semester 

hours of academic work. Two semester hours. 

MN3041 EDUCATIONAL MINISTRY 

An over view of the foundations and basic questions of 

Christian educational theory and practice that shape the 

congregationôs ministry of education. Prerequisite: 

Completion of 30 semester hours of academic work or 

permission of instructor. Two semester hours. 

MN2051 THE CARE OF SOULS 

A holistic introduction to caring ministries focusing on 

the ultimate meanings and concerns of human beings. 

The course focuses on the spiritual/theological needs of 

persons as well as psychodynamic concerns. The 

appropriate balance of listening and speaking when 

providing care are central to the course. Students will 

be introduced to a variety of contexts for care, e.g.: 

addiction, crisis, death and dying, mental/emotional 

illness, referral. Prerequisites: MN1001, one core Bible 

course, one systematic theology course. Three semester 

hours. 

MN3003 PASTOR AS LEADER 

Using experience in ministry as the basis for 

discussion, this course will challenge the learner to: 

integrate theology with the everyday practices of 

pastoral leaders; develop perspectives to enhance 

personal and professional development; focus on 

community and collegial resources; view mission and 

leadership as vital aspects of communication of the 

gospel. Prerequisite: internship completed, or 

permission of the instructor. Three semester hours. 

M.T.S. Core Courses 
M.T.S. students are required to take two courses 

offered by the Ministry Division (4-6 hours). 

M.A.L.M. Core Courses 
MA.L.M. students are required to take the following 

courses. 

MN1001 PERSON IN MINISTRY 

See course description in M.Div. Core Courses, above. 

Two semester hours. 

MN1003 FAITH SEEKING EXPRESSION 

See course description in M.Div. Core Courses, above. 

Two semester hours. 

M.A.C.M. Core Courses 
MA.C.M. students are required to take the following 

courses. 

MN1001 PERSON IN MINISTRY 

See course description in M.Div. Core Courses, above. 

Two semester hours. 

MN1031 INTRODUCTION TO WORSHIP 

See course description in M.Div. Core Courses, above. 

Three semester hours. 

MN2171 MUSIC IN THE CONTEMPORARY CHURCH 

Identifies issues facing the church in the 21st century. 

Through readings, discussion, demonstration and site 

visits, explore the challenges of music in todayôs 

church; examine resources and find faithful ways to 

address the issues in a variety of contexts. Two 

semester hours. 

MN2172 MUSIC AND WORSHIP IN THE AFRICAN 
AMERICAN TRADITION 

A study of the music and worship forms of the African 

American Christian tradition with emphasis on 

historical development, an understanding of the 

African American aesthetic, and practical applications 

for congregational music and worship. Two semester 

hours. 

MN2173 MUSIC AND LITURGY 
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Focus on developing and refining musical skills (vocal 

and/or instrumental) for effective leadership of hymns, 

psalmody, choruses, and liturgies (from Lutheran Book 

of Worship, With One Voice, This Far by Faith, 

Hymnal Supplement 1991, or denominational 

equivalents.) Explore new music resources, and 

discover ñhow to make the music come aliveò in 

diverse styles and contexts; create stylistic differences. 

Opportunities for applied learning. Two semester 

hours. 

MN2174 LEADING THE CHURCHôS SONG 

Explore the impact of music on the mission of the 

church. Sing new hymns, discover new ways of singing 

the psalms; develop skills for intoning the liturgies; 

identify criteria for hymn selection. Examine musician-

clergy partnership models and explore strategies for 

implementation. Recognize why and when the churchôs 

music ministry may be an arena for conflict. Develop 

your philosophy of church music. Two semester hours. 

MN2175 BUILDING PARISH MUSIC PROGRAMS 

Provides practical strategies for evaluating the current 

music program and developing a strong parish music 

program. I ncludes exploration of various models of 

music ministry, development of music resources (reper 

toire, choirs, budget, personnel, and equipment) and 

building positive working relationships. Two semester 

hours. 

Bexley Hall Core Courses 

MN2028BH INTRODUCTION TO PREACHING IN THE 
ANGLICAN TRADITION 

An introduction to preaching within the context of the 

Anglican theological tradition and current liturgical 

practices in the Episcopal Church. Three semester 

hours. 

MN2311BH LITURGICS I: INTRODUCTION TO PRAYER 
BOOK AND HYMNAL 

Introduction to the ECUSAôs Book of Common Prayer 

1979 and the Hymnal 1982 along with occasional and 

supplementary liturgical materials. Three semester 

hours. 

MN2312BH LITURGICS II: HISTORY OF LITURGICAL 
WORSHIP 

Examines both the nature of worship and the history of 

its evolution, with a special emphasis on the Eucharist 

and its meanings. Three semester hours. 

MN2313BH LITURGICS III: DRAMA OF WORSHIPï- 
LITURGICAL THEOLOGY AND PREACHING 

A study of liturgical theology as it is incarnated in the 

arts associated with worship and featuring the 

preparation and critique of sermons in the context of 

the eucharistic lectionary and worship. (also listed as 

Trinity MN3134.) Three semester hours. 

MN 2681BH, MN2682BH. FIELD EDUCATION I, II 

Field Education is an experience in which seminarians 

may discover, test, and develop their gifts for ministry, 

with the guidance of qualified mentors and the support 

of regular theological r eflection. Two terms, three 

semester hours each term. 

MN2851BH CARE OF THE SOUL IN THE ANGLICAN 
TRADITION 

Using the Book of Common Prayer as a basic 

framework, this course will explore the care of the soul 

through the human life cycle. Three semester hours. 

MN 3061BH LIFE & MISSION OF CONTEMPORARY 
ANGLICAN PARISHES 

Intended for senior seminarians, this course focuses on 

the integration of prior theological education and 

formation with a view toward application of learnings 

in the first years of ordained ministry in a parish 

context. Three semester hours. 

M.Div. Senior Preaching Options 
One of the following courses is required for M.Div. 

students and must be taken during the senior year. 

Others may be taken as electives at any time during a 

studentôs program, provided that prer equisites other 

than internship have been met. 

MN3121 PREACHING IN THE PARISH CONTEXT 

Emphasis on further development of skills in 

hermeneutics, practical theology, sermon composition, 

and preaching especially in the context of parish 

ministry (including preaching at baptisms, weddings, 

and funerals). Prerequisite: MN2021. Two semester 

hours. 

MN3122 PREACHING DIALECTICALLY 

Further development of preaching skills, with a focus 

on the dialectic as a homiletical tool in sermon 

development. Examines various approaches to sermon 

development and Gospel proclamation with special 

attention to the work of Gardner C. Taylor. 

Prerequisite: MN2021. Two semester hours. 

MN3123 RHETORIC/POETICS FOR PREACHING 

A study of classical and modern rhetoric and poetics 

and their potential contribution to contemporary 

preaching. Focuses on the rhetorical areas of orality, 

logic, persuasion, style, and humor and the poetic areas 

of imagination, figures of speech, and various non-

discursive forms of expression. Prerequisite: MN2021. 

Two semester hours. 

MN3124 HERMENEUTICS FOR PREACHING 

A study of how preachers move from a passage of the 

Bible to the sermon. Explores how sermons are shaped 

both by the nature of the Biblical passage and the 

hermeneutical lenses through which preachers read the 

text. Prerequisite: MN2021. Two semester 

hours.internship completed. Three quarter hours. 
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MN3125 PREACHING THE STORY 

Beginning with the conviction that the Christian faith is 

centered in the sacred story, this approach to preaching 

seeks possibilities of narrative discourse to tell the 

story of the Christian faith. Maximum opportunity is 

provided for students to preach and be evaluated by the 

instructor and peers. Prerequisite: MN2021. Two 

semester hours. 

MN3126 WOMEN PREACHERS IN THE CHRISTIAN 
TRADITION 

This course explores womenôs preaching and other 

worship leadership roles through two millennia of 

Christian history. It examines issues r elated to gender, 

authority, biblical interpretation, and womenôs ñvoiceò 

in proclamation of the Gospel. Prer equisite: MN2021. 

Two semester hours. 

MN3127 PREACHING JUSTICE 

Further development of sermon composition and 

preaching skills with special emphasis upon the 

churchôs witness for justice and the theology that 

underlies it and connects it to the ongoing call to 

proclaim the gospel. Prerequisite: MN2021. Two 

semester hours. 

MN3134/MN2313BH LITURGICS III: DRAMA OF 
WORSHIPðLITURGICAL THEOLOGY AND PREACHING 

Liturgical theology as it is incarnated in the ar ts 

associated with worship featuring the preparation and 

critique of sermons in the context of the Eucharistic 

lectionary and worship. (See Bexley Hall catalog for 

complete description.) Bexley Hall core course. 

Prerequisite for Trinity M.Div. students: MN2021. 

Three semester hours. 

M.Div. Spirituality Options 
One of the following courses is required for M.Div. 

students. Others may be taken as electives 

MN3191 SPIRITUALITY AND THE ARTS 

Explores the use of the arts in Christian spirituality and 

ministry, focusing on visual arts, iconography, poetry, 

music, and other art forms of special interest to 

students. Will consider art both as prayer text that 

becomes transparent to the presence of God and as 

prayer form in practicing an artistic medium. 

Prerequisite: 24 hours of coursework completed. Two 

semester hours. 

MN3192 CHRISTIAN SPIRITUALITY AND PRAYER 

Introduction to major themes in Christian spirituality. 

Students will explore and practice key prayer forms in 

the Christian tradition in personal prayer practice, 

classroom experience, and ministry. Attention to 

solitude, community, desert, God-images, experience, 

world, body, desire, and discernment. Prerequisite: 24 

hours of coursework completed. Two semester hours. 

MN3193 MONASTIC SPIRITUALITY 

An introduction to the history, theology, spirituality, 

and personal/liturgical prayer practices of Christian 

monasticism. Students read about monastic spirituality, 

pray using monastic prayer forms, and discuss new or 

non-traditional forms of intentional Christian life 

together. The course includes five days of immersion 

and retreat at Gethsemani Abbey, a Cistercian 

(Trappist) monastic community outside of Louisville, 

KY. Prerequisite: 24 hours of coursework completed. 

Two semester hours. 

MN3196 BONHOEFFER 

Examination of the life, context, writings, and legacy 

of Dietrich Bonhoeffer as lenses into his spirituality. 

Bonhoefferôs life and writings open questions of post- 

Christendom/post-Holocaust conceptions of God, 

political resistance to evil, and the retrieval for 

Lutheran spirituality of practices traditionally viewed 

as Catholic (such as confession, and intentional 

Christian community), as well as deep appr eciation of 

music, the arts, and the Word in prayer. Invites 

students into conversation with Bonhoeffer around his 

lifeôs pervading question, who is Jesus Christ for us 

today?, in their own contexts of ministry, resistance, 

and discipleship. Prerequisite: 24 hours of coursework 

completed. Two semester hours. 

M.Div. Teaching Options

MN2141 TEACHING CHILDREN AND YOUTH 

A study of the approaches and methods for teaching 

children and youth through senior high age in the 

church, with attention to issues of cognitive and 

emotional development as they relate to growth in 

faith.

MN2142 TEACHING CONFIRMATION 

A study of confirmation ministry in todayôs Lutheran 

churches. Significant attention to the practice of and 

resources for teaching confirmation. Will include in 

class teaching experience. Two semester hours. 

MN2145 TEACHING ADULTS AND OLDER ADULTS 

An in-depth study of the challenges and opportunities 

for the churchôs ministry with todayôs adults and older 

adults. Significant attention to teaching adults of all 

ages, including in-class teaching experience. Two 

semester hours. 

MN2147 TEACHING IN A MEDIA CULTURE 

An in-depth study of the role of media, especially 

television, in our lives and culture. Attention giv en to 

the principle of media literacy, and teaching practices 

to help learners become active media par ticipants. Will

MN2705 CHILDRENôS CHOIRS 

An exploration of the world of childrenôs choirs in the 

church. Topics include purpose, organization, vocal 

technique, instruments, and literature. One semester 

hour. 

MN2706 HANDBELLS 

Liturgical bell-ringing, bell choirs, bell-ringing 

techniques, recr uitment, organization, assigning bells, 

equipment needs, reper toire, and development of skills 

in bell-ringing. One semester hour. 

MN2711 LITURGICAL CHOIR 

Designed to give students the opportunity to direct the 

liturgical choir and integrate their classroom learning in 

the context of worship. Provides opportunities for 

collaboration with worship planners and musicians, 

exploration of diverse and multicultural choral reper 

toire, and further skill development in choral 

conducting, worship planning, rehearsal organization, 

leadership, communication and music ministry. This 

course involves par ticipation in Wednesday Eucharist. 

Available for credit only to M.A.C.M. candidates who 

have demonstrated basic conducting skills through 

audition with the director of the M.A.C.M. program.

MN2721 MUSIC TECHNOLOGY FOR CHURCH MUSICIANS 

Introduces basic use of music technology for worship. 

Topics include music notation software, live sound 

reinforcement, audio recording and digital video 

editing. Technology classroom facilitates a ñhands-onò 

experience. One semester hour. 

MN2722 MUSIC TECHNOLOGY 

Provides practical uses of music technology for 

worship. Music notation software will be discussed as a 

tool for creating worship materials: transposed 

instrumental parts, handbell notation, etc. Other topics 

include live sound reinforcement, audio recording, and 

digital video editing. Technology classroom facilitates 

a ñhands-onò experience. Two semester hours. 

MN2731 THE PIANO IN WORSHIP 

A course designed for keyboardists. D evelop and 

refine musical skills for effective use of the piano in 

worship. Examine stylistics differences. Explore music 

resources from Lutheran and other traditions. One 

semester hour. 

MN3703 APPLIED ORGAN INSTRUCTION 

Private lessons include study of organ literature from 

various periods and styles, liturgy, r egistration, 

placement in the context of worship and the liturgical 

year. Course may be repeated. Permission of instructor 

required. Prerequisite for non-M.A. in Church Music 

students: MN2173, MN2174 or MN2175. One to four 

semester hours by arrangement. 
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MN3704 APPLIED VOICE INSTRUCTION 

Private lessons to be arranged. Course may be 

repeated. Permission of instructor required.

One to four semester 

hours by arrangement. 

MN3707 CHORAL REPERTOIRE AND CONDUCTING 

Survey of choral literature from a variety of musical 

styles and periods, exploring the role of choral music in 

worship. Opportunities for students to refine 

conducting techniques are included. Permission of 

instructor required. One semester hour. 

MN3708 COMPOSITION ON LITURGICAL TEXTS 

Composition and arrangement of traditional and new 

texts and melodies. Permission of instructor required. 

One semester hour. 

MN3709 APPLIED PIANO INSTRUCTION 

Private lessons to be arranged. Course may be 

repeated. Permission of instructor required. 

Prerequisite for non-M.A. in Church Music students: 

MN2173, MN2174 or MN2175. One to four semester 

hours by arrangement.

MN2205 PARISH COMMUNICATION 

Provides students with a basic understanding of the 

theological, theoretical, practical, and relational issues 

involved in effective, appropriate parish 

communication. Students will evaluate and compose 

examples of formal and informal parish 

communications in a broad range of print and oral 

forms. Two semester hours. 

MN2213 DRAMA IN THE CHURCH 

An examination of drama in relation to the churchôs 

mission of proclaiming the gospel. Practice in writing, 

selecting, and directing drama. Major accent is on 

doing. Two semester hours. 

MN4200 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN HOMILETICS 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 

MN4300 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN WORSHIP 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 

Christian Education, Youth and Family 
Ministry Electives 

MN2403 YOUTH AND YOUNG ADULT MINISTRIES 

An exploration of the issues and approaches to ministry 

with post-confirmation youth through young adults in 

the congregation, with attention to current models and 

practices. Two semester hours. 

MN2408 FAMILY MINISTRY 

Explores the changing concepts of ñfamilyò today and 

implications for ministry. The course will help develop 

the vision and tools needed for cr eating a faith-based, 

rich family ministry within the congregation. Two 

semester hours. 

MN2410 SEXUALITY EDUCATION 

Helps students envision and implement sexuality 

education as part of the total ministry of a congregation 

throughout the lifespan. Examines issues of sexuality, 

church statements and resources related to sexuality, 

and the relation to oneôs own sexuality to his or her 

ministry. Two semester hours. 

MN2421 EDUCATING FOR GLOBAL MISSION 

This course uses the ELCAôs Global Mission Events as 

the context for (a) learning about global mission toaday 

and (b) exploring a highly experiential, hands-on 

model for church education. Pre-event preparation and 

post-event paper required. Two semester hours. 

MN3414 ADVANCED SEMINAR IN EDUCATIONAL 
MINISTRY 

An in-depth examination of current trends and issues in 

the theory and practice of educational ministry in the 

congregation. Students will assist in selecting topics. 

Intended for MALM and STM students, and M.Div. 

students with particular interest in Christian eduation. 

Two semester hours. 

MN4400 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN CHRISTIAN 
EDUCATION 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 

Pastoral Care Electives 

MN2506 SHAME AND CHRISTIAN MINISTRY 

An examination of shame in terms of its psychological, 

biblical, and theological dynamics in service to 

developing the implications of shame for various 

aspects of pastoral ministry. These include worship, 

preaching, pastoral car e, Christian education, 

administrative ministry and the ministr y of public 

policy. Two semester hours. 

MN2511 THE SEVEN DEADLY SINS 

An examination of various Christian perspectives on 

sin, in its original and not so original forms, with 

special attention given to the classic seven deadly sins: 

pride, envy, anger, sloth, greed, gluttony and lust. Both 

historical and contemporary meanings of the deadly 

sins will be considered along with the positive potential 

inherent in each and those virtues that serve well to 

counter their influence. Two semester hours. 

MN2515 DEATH, DYING, GRIEF AND BEREAVEMENT 

An exploration of how individuals and groups derive 

meaning and purpose from the experience of death and 

grief. Factors impacting the experience, expressions, 
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and adaptive strategies of this population will  also be 

explored. Students will research the theoretical, 

biblical, historical, and theological aspects related to 

end of life issues, and develop their own spiritual 

autobiographies and constructs for ministry to the 

bereaved and mourning. Two semester hours. 

MN2516 PASTORAL PERSPECTIVES ON AGING 

An engagement in the ultimate questions raised by the 

experience of an aging person, such as meaning of life, 

leisure, vocation, retirement, suffering, pain, dying, 

bereavement, and loss. Involves class discussions and 

direct dialogue with aging persons, followed by class 

reflection. Two semester hours. 

MN3502 PASTORAL CARE OF AFRICAN AMERICAN 
FAMILIES 

An examination of the pastoral care and counseling 

dynamics inherent in providing quality ñcultural 

specificò pastoral car e to African American families, 

congregations and communities. Attention will focus 

upon developing an innovative pastoral paradigm, 

which promotes and fosters spiritual/emotional 

empowerment, healing/growth and addresses the 

psycho/social/environmental self-identity issues of the 

African- American community. Pastoral care 

modalities from an African-American context will be 

examined. Prerequisite: MN2051. Two semester hours. 

MN3503 PASTORAL CARE OF CLERGY FAMILIES 

An examination of the impact of ministry on the clergy 

family. Explores strategies that ministers can adopt in 

order to remain healthy in ministry. Prerequisite: 

MN1001. Two semester hours. 

MN3506 MINISTRY IN CRISIS SITUATIONS 

An advanced course focusing on the whole ministry of 

the church in relating to crisis ev ents, e.g., birth, death, 

catastrophe, broken relationships, grief, depression, and 

vocational upset. Skills mobilizing individual and 

corporate resources, as well as intervention theory and 

theological reflection are considered and practiced in 

case studies, role playing, and real-life settings, where 

possible. Prerequisite: MN2051. Two semester hours. 

MN3512 SEXUALITY & RELATIONSHIP COUNSELING 

Focus on pastoral care and counseling with those 

experiencing anxiety or problems in sexual identity or 

role formation in modern society, and with parishioners 

for whom attitudes and feelings toward sex have 

contributed to troubled interpersonal relationships. 

Prerequisite: MN1001 or completion of clinical term. 

Two semester hours. 

MN3522 SPIRITUALITY, MINISTRY, AND TRAUMA/ 
VIOLENCE 

Ever-increasing numbers of combat veterans, along 

with survivors of childhood or adult domestic violence, 

rape, or emotional abuse, fill the pews of congregations 

in every ministry context. Exploration of the dynamics 

of trauma, violence, and abusive family systems, along 

with psychological and spiritual implications for the 

practice of life-giving ministry. Attention to 

conceptions of self, God, other, and practices of prayer 

and discernment with survivors. Prerequisite: MN2051 

or permission of instructor. Two semester hours. 

MN4500 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN PASTORAL CARE 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 

MN4501 INDEPENDENT CLINICAL PASTORAL STUDY 

Clinical study in a specialized Clinical Pastoral 

Education or other clinical setting that supports a 

special research interest in pastoral care. Prerequisite: 

MN2051. Permission of instructor and Academic Dean 

required. Two semester hours. 

Parish Administration and Practice Electives 

MN2604 EVANGELISM 

Evangelism stands at the heart of the church. Outreach 

into the community, nurture of the people n their 

discipleship, worship as witness, and being a just and 

redemptive presence are all expressions of the churchôs 

ministry of evangelism. This course articulates a basic 

introduction to what it means to bear witness to Christ 

individually and corporately in todayôs world. Two 

semester hours. 

MN2605 INTRODUCTION TO STEWARDSHIP PRACTICE 

An introduction to the biblical concept of stewardship. 

Accountability and management of money, land, 

human resources, and spiritual gifts are surveyed from 

the perspective of Christian faith. Two semester hours. 

MN2641 RURAL MINISTRY 

Study of contemporary rural and small town ethos and 

the dynamics of smaller churches. Central Ohio on-site 

experiences. One weekend off campus required at 

minimal student expense. Two semester hours. 

MN2643 LIFE AND MINISTRY IN APPALACHIA 

An interaction with the history, culture, and religion of 

the Appalachian region, seen from the Lutheran 

perspective of ministry and church. An 8-10 day visit 

to selected sites in Ohio, Kentucky, Tennessee, and/or 

West Virginia, Pennsylvania. Pre-tour study and post 

tour reflection. Thr ee semester hours. 

MN2645 MINISTRY ON THE PLAINS 

A two-week immersion into the churchôs ministry in 

select rural Nebraska churches. Experience the home, 

community, and church life in the unique setting of the 

Great Plains. Meet church leaders, visit in homes, 

interface with the community, talk farming realities, 

get an inside look at ministry in the Midwest. Three 

semester hours. 
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MN2651 INTRODUCTION TO URBAN MINISTRY 

An introduction to the theology and practice of 

ministers in urban America. Including both academic 

and contextual components, the course surveys 

theological, sociological, cultural, governmental, and 

political facets of ministry in the city. Two weekends 

off campus are required, with minimal cost to the 

student. Two semester hours. 

MN2653 DETROIT URBAN SEMINAR 

An on-campus and off-campus (twelve days) study of 

the issues of racism, classism, and sexism in urban 

ministry with a focus on the city of Detroit. Instruction 

by faculty and pastors engaged in city ministry in 

Detroit. Thr ee semester hours. 

MN4600 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN PARISH 
ADMINISTRATION AND PRACTICE 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 

Church Music Electives 

MN2701 HYMNS OLD AND NEW 

A survey of hymn development from early Christianity 

to the present. Examination of the historical and 

theological movements that helped to shape the hymns 

of each era. Practical application of hymns in worship. 

One semester hour. 

MN2702 CONTEMPORARY HYMNODY 

Explores the breadth and variety of hymnody created 

by the 20th century hymn writing explosion. This body 

of contemporary hymnody will be divided into three 

genres: classic, global, and worship and praise. For 

each area, there will be investigation of per formance 

practice, historical background, and theological 

analysis. Participants will learn how to choose 

contemporary hymnody for various worship contexts, 

and how this music can function in local parishes. Will 

also explore techniques for singing and leading this 

music, using a variety of keyboard and percussion 

instruments. Two semester hours. 

MN2708 THE LITURGICAL YEAR 

Over view of the relationship between the lectionary 

and appropriate sacred music. Study and practicum for 

clergy and musicians. Two semester hours. 

MN2712 SEMINARY CHOIR 

Experience of choral literature of the church in the 

context of rehearsal and worship. Object is to gain a 

deeper appreciation of the role of music and musician 

in worship and to explore the spiritual and educational 

aspects of music as it assists in spirituality and faith 

formation. Non-M.A.C.M. candidates may take 

Seminary Choir for a maximum of two hours. One 

semester hour. 

MN2713 THE ORGAN AND ITS MUSIC 

An introduction to the organ, focusing on technical 

matters of the literature, the relationship of the 

instrument and its literature to church history and 

liturgical practices, and biographical and musicological 

information. One semester hour. 

MN2714 PSALMS ARE FOR SINGING 

Designed as an introduction and practicum for leading 

psalmody in worship. Assists students in becoming 

familiar with many of the psalms in the lectionary, and 

in developing liturgical and theological rationale for 

psalm singing. Emphasis will be placed on developing 

the gifts of potential leaders for the implementation of 

diverse styles of psalmody in twenty-first century 

worship contexts. Two semester hours. 

MN2615 MUSIC, MISSION, AND MINISTRY 

Explores the integral relationship of music in the 

mission and ministry of the church. Readings, 

discussion, and site visits provide insight into the 

shaping impact of music in society, faith and church. 

For church musicians and students with a particular 

interest in music. Two semester hours. 

MN3702 THE ORGAN IN WORSHIP 

The practical aspects of the organ in worship: hymn 

introductions and accompaniments, liturgy, 

registration, tempo, anthem accompaniment, resources 

appropriate for church music programs. Permission of 

instructor required. Two semester hours. 

MN3705 ELECTRONIC MUSIC IN WORSHIP 

Survey of contemporary liturgies and literature 

available for use with electronic instruments. 

Permission of instructor required. Two semester hours. 

MN3706 ORGAN IMPROVISATION 

Private instr uction or class setting. Permission of 

instructor required. One semester hour. 

MN4701 ORGAN MASTERCLASS 

Perspectives on organ reper toire and its place in 

worship, with emphasis on liturgical appropriateness, 

playing technique, and style. Students earning credit 

will prepare selections for performance in the class. 

Prerequisites: Degree in organ performance, successful 

completion of American Guild of Organists Service 

Playing Examination or acceptance of audition tape, 

and permission of instructor. One semester hour. 

MN4700 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN CHURCH MUSIC 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 
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E. LANGUAGE STUDY 
Biblical Languages 

LA1021 GREEK 1 

An introduction to New Testament Greek. Required of 

all M.Div. students and MTS students with a 

concentration in Biblical Studies who have not 

completed the equivalent by other routes. Course spans 

both the Fall and January terms or may be taken in the 

intensive summer session. Three semester hours 

(partial credit). 

LA1022 LEXICAL GREEK 

An over view of New Testament Greek. The course is 

designed to prepare selected students for fuller 

participation in New Testament exegesis courses and 

for teaching adult Bible classes. Prerequisite: 

Satisfactory completion of a significant portion of 

LA1021, recommendation of the Bible Division, and 

permission of the Academic Affairs Committee. Three 

semester hours. 

LA2021 GREEK 2 

Advanced study of Greek grammar, philology, and 

textual criticism through the translation and analysis of 

New Testament texts. Prer equisite: LA1021. Three 

semester hours. 

LA1032 HEBREW 1 

A one-term course concentrating on the basic elements 

of the Hebrew language: the alphabet, the Hebrew root 

system, verb and noun formation, and simple sentence 

structure. Designed to enable the student to use Hebrew 

dictionaries and to engage in exegetical word studies. 

Three semester hours. 

LA2032 HEBREW 2 

Continued study of Hebrew grammar with the 

translation of biblical texts. Prer equisite: LA1032. 

Three semester hours. 

LA2041 ARAMAIC 

A study of the grammar of biblical Aramaic and a 

translation of the Aramaic sections of Ezra and Daniel. 

Prerequisite: LA2032. Three semester hours. (Offered 

on demand) 

LA4020 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN GREEK 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 

LA4030 ADVANCED RESEARCH IN HEBREW/ARAMAIC 

Permission of instructor and Academic Dean required. 

Two semester hours. 

Modern Languages 

LA3101 READING THEOLOGICAL GERMAN 

Allows students to improve their comprehension of 

German theological literature through reading and 

translation of selected texts. Prerequisite: Demonstrate 

by examination a reading knowledge of basic German 

syntax, grammar, and vocabulary comparable to two 

years of college German study. Three semester hours. 

F. INTERPROFESSIONAL COURSES 
These courses, offered through the Ohio 

Interprofessional Commission (see page 19), are taught 

at The Ohio State University. 

IEP463 SEMINAR ON ETHICAL ISSUES COMMON TO THE 
HELPING PROFESSIONS 

An interprofessional study of ethical problems arising 

out of advanced technology and encountered 

increasingly by professionals in allied health, 

education, law, medicine, nursing, social work, and 

theology. Typical of the problems to be explored are 

those that cannot be solved by one profession: death 

and dying, privacy and confidentiality, professional 

accountability/responsibility, and the allocation of 

scarce resources. Based upon case studies, the seminar 

will enhance both professional competence and 

interprofessional insights into ethical issues of broad 

social consequence. Two semester hours. 

IEP475 INTERPROFESSIONAL SEMINAR ON 
COMMUNITY PRACTICE 

Community-based course is designed in partnership 

with community residents and professionals as part of 

the teaching/learning team. Purpose is to better prepare 

participants for collaboration and/or interprofessional 

practice in the context of an urban community, and to 

learn about and enhance specific approaches to 

community building. Two semester hours. 

IEP490A SEMINAR ON INTERPROFESSIONAL CARE 

An opportunity for twelve students from each of seven 

professions ï allied health, education, law, medicine, 

nursing, social work, and theology ï to work together 

designing treatment plans for clients presented in cases. 

Students work together to develop increased 

understanding of the complex problems of patients/ 

clients; to research the broader issues involved in the 

cases from a multi-professional perspective; to engage 

in total group and small group interaction to facilitate 

dialogue among students and faculty of different 

professions; and to work to develop a holistic approach 

to cases presented in the class. Two semester hours. 

G. THESIS PREPARATION 
The following course is required for S.T.M. students. 

FDN4001 FOUNDATIONS SEMINAR 

Designed to acquaint thesis writers with basic tools for 

proposing, writing, and editing the thesis and to hone 

theological research strategies. Seminary guidelines 

relating to the thesis process, format, and style will be 

covered. One semester hour.
